Topic/Issue:	Scout Field overgrown vegetation
Date: 	October / November 2023
Recommendation:
1. Removal of vegetation from back boundary fence line (northeast border).
2. Possible removal of vegetation from right side boundary line (southeast border) caused by empty property.
3. Possible tidy up of front boundary (southwest border). There is a need to check if we need planning permission for this area, as it may be ancient hedgerow.
Summary:
We have received a request from the managing agents of the Poplars to remove the vegetation that caused their fence to collapse.
The vegetation is overwhelming the trees and the fence area. About 3m of space has been lost to the overgrowth of the area; and the trees (our responsibility) are being hampered by ivy and other vegetation growing up their trunks.

The quote is from our preferred contractor. 
1. Quote for back boundary and a stump grind.
Group of trees to rear of Scout hut clear all understory vegetation and stump grind.

I have asked for a quote that doesn’t include the stump grind, but the stump is quite rotten and a bit of a hazard.
2. Quote for right side boundary - £250
Boundary with neighbours property – cut back vegetation to boundary line.
TOTAL £250.00
3. Quote for front boundary:
Along front boundary hedge reduce in height to approx 5ft and face back both sides and pedestrian gateway clear vegetation from obstructing access.
TOTAL £550.00
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
